BIOGRAPHY

Colonel Dylan Kerr, C.D.
Col Kerr was appointed by the Minister of National Defence on 29 June 2021 to a four-year term as the Director of Military Prosecutions.  He enrolled in the Canadian Armed Forces in 1995 as a Signal Officer and graduated from the Royal Military College of Canada in 1999 with a Bachelors of Computer Engineering.  As a Signal Officer, Col Kerr served in 1 Canadian Mechanized Brigade Group Headquarters and Signal Squadron, 1 Combat Engineer Regiment, and the Canadian Forces School of Communications and Electronics.  In 2004, he deployed to Kabul, Afghanistan on Operation ATHENA as the National Command Element G3 Operations.
Col Kerr completed his law degree from Queen’s University in 2009 and joined the Office of the Judge Advocate General upon his call to the bar of the Law Society of Ontario in 2010.  Since that time, he has served as a military prosecutor in every capacity, including as a trial prosecutor, as the Canadian Forces National Investigation Service Legal Advisor, as appellate counsel, and as Deputy Director of Military Prosecutions.  He has appeared before courts martial, the Court Martial Appeal Court of Canada and the Supreme Court of Canada.
