Joining Nottinghamshire Police in 1997 I served in a variety of roles, including  Authorised Firearms Officer. I transferred to the National Crime Squad (NCS) in March 2006, as an investigator and surveillance officer, subsequently joining the UK Serious Organised Crime Agency (SOCA) and now the National Crime Agency (NCA). I have spent the last 12 years as a lead officer and PIP3 Senior Investigating Officer (SIO) dealing with national and transnational serious and organised crime investigations. 

I am NCA SIO for Operation Venetic, described as ‘the most impactive operation of its kind ever undertaken by UK law enforcement’. I was awarded an OBE in Her Majesty The Queen’s Birthday Honours, June 2022 for services to law enforcement.

I am currently the Joint Unit Head for the NCA Torch-Light, Hardened Secure Communications team. An innovative and multi-talented team from Intelligence, Technology and Investigation commands who lead the UK’s response to the HSC threat.
