Holly is a prosecutor, diplomat and English court judge.  She has a wealth of experience prosecuting internationally and across borders, particularly in cases involving the UK, Jamaica, Turkey and Tanzania.  Her specialisms are national security and financial crime. 
Holly currently works at the British Embassy in Ankara where she advises on and facilitates requests for mutual legal assistance, extradition and informal transfer of information between prosecution and law enforcement partners in Turkey and the UK.   Her typical cases involve terrorism, serious fraud and large-scale organized crime. Her previous posting was to Jamaica, where she ran a justice project with a focus on capacity-building in the legal sector, compliance with international justice standards and the creation of greater regional cooperation between prosecutors.  Prior to this she worked on national security matters at the Foreign and Commonwealth Office and the independent bar. 
Holly sits as a part time judge in the civil and family courts in England and Wales.  She is also a qualified Financial Action Task Force Assessor, with particular specialism in Mutual Legal Assistance and extradition.   
Holly obtained her first degree in Law at Cambridge University before going on to obtain a first class LLM at the School of Oriental and African Studies (University of London). 
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
